This dissertation contains three main parts; where in the first chapter of the work theoretical
and methodological bases of the country’s foreign trade policy, its ways of regulation and foreign
trade policy of developing countries are illustrated. It includes tariffs, quotas, subsidies,
antidumping activities, GATT, WTO, multilateral, regional and bilateral trading systems and so
on. In addition, this part discussed three case studies regarding trade relationships. In the second
chapter, steps being done for the development of Uzbekistan's foreign trade and facts connected
with export of Uzbekistan are emphasized. The third part is mainly focused on the ways to adapt
Uzbekistan’s foreign trade tariff methods to international standards. Moreover, influence of Covid-
19 pandemic on the Uzbekistan’s foreign trade is described. In the concluding part of the master's
dissertation work, relevant suggestions and recommendations are given in order to successfully
improve the foreign trade policy and conform to international standards.
